ELIGIBILITY

e Applicant must be a dependant of an active member of the North Carolina
Chapter of the FBI National Academy Associates, Inc. (NCFBINAA) or a
graduate of the FBI National Academy Youth Leadership Program.

e “Dependant of an active member” is defined as: a son, step-son, daughter, step-
daughter, adopted child, or foster child of an active member who lives with the
member for the entire year and/or receives at least one-half of his/her financial
support from the member.

e “Graduate of the FBI National Academy Youth Leadership Program” is defined as
any person selected by the North Carolina Chapter of the FBI National Academy
Associates, Inc. (NCFBINAA) who attends and completes the program.

e Applicant must not have reached his/her twenty-fifty (25"") birthday prior to
August 15" of the year in which the scholarship is awarded.

e Applicant must be enrolled in or must have been accepted for enroliment in an
undergraduate program at a two-year or four-year in-state college or university
on a full-time basis.

e Applicant must be attending on-campus classes at a college or university on a
full-time basis.

e Applicant must be of good moral character and must provide a copy of any
criminal record from any county in which they have lived.

o |If the applicant is a graduate of the Youth Leadership Program and they are not
the dependant of an active member, they must provide a letter of
recommendation from an active member of the North Carolina Chapter of the FBI
National Academy Associates, Inc. (NCFBINAA).

SCHOLARSHIP DETAILS

e The minimum award granted to a scholarship recipient will be $1,000.00.
e Scholarships are not reoccurring.

e Applicants are eligible to receive only one scholarship from the program per
college year.
