The growth of membership roles for the respective organizations is not reflective of these numbers.  While we are holding our own locally, the national organization is actually seeing a declining percentage of active members to retired members.  Steps were taken by the National Board to address this issue but their effects will take time.

Each of us knows someone who has stopped coming to meetings or participating with the Chapter for whatever reason.  I encourage, no I challenge, each of you to reach out to at least one person who has stopped attending and try to bring them back to the organization.  Personally call them and extend an invitation to attend our Fall meeting in Charlotte.  While membership is important, it is much more important for them to know they are missed and that we want them in the organization.  Their presence and participation gives the Chapter strength.

I look forward in seeing each of you and some of our old friends in Charlotte.
